Art, stories and drama yield new ways of understanding 
ourselves, our health and our wellbeing. During this slice of 
living history – in which we are trying to learn lessons from 

the COVID-19 pandemic – we have an opportunity to radically 
rethink both the role of the humanities within healthcare, and 

the role of the humanities in helping us understand health 
and care. What is health? What does it mean to have time 

and space to care in the contemporary landscape of health? 
Who is deemed healthy, and who is able to access health? 
How, indeed, do cultural narratives about health, illness 

and disability shape this access? By better understanding 
the intersections and dissonances between patients’ lived 

experiences of illness and wider cultural narratives of health, 
illness and disability we can work towards improved clinical 
outcomes, and policies and practices that put the patient at 

the centre.
 

Many of our academics are involved in the development of this 
emerging, exciting discipline. A new research group at UEA 

has been exploring our health experiences from social, cultural, 
historical, political and ethical perspectives and we have just 

launched an MA in the Medical and Health Humanities.
